Greetings:

We are contacting you to ask your support of the Wind Song Foundation, an organization established to support 
victims of LAM disease, in particular Stacey Collver, who was diagnosed with this rare lung disease which 
affects only women in their child-bearing age.  Stacey is now on the ofý cial waiting list at Stanford Hospital for a 
lung transplant.  Her life expectancy without the transplant is less than two years, but there is a good chance she 
will get a lung.   Our goal is to raise the required $200,000 + to pay the medical expenses beyond her insurance 
coverage.

We formed the Wind Song Foundation in August 2003, when Stacey was diagnosed with LAM, and since have 
raised nearly $20,000 through events within the rock climbing community.  We now are seeking support beyond 
the climbing community.

Prior to August 2003, Stacey managed a climbing gym in the San Francisco Bay Area and coached teams of 
young climbers, such as a 9 year-old who last year become the national champion in speed climbing.  She also 
was the national President of SheClimbs, an organization that promotes opportunities for women to climb and 
mountaineer.  We are grateful to the climbing community for supporting our fund-raising events such as climb-
a-thons, climbing competitions, kick-a-thons, etc.  While we continue to organize these events, we recognize the 
need to reach out to other communities for their support.
